Five days following the start of
Russia's full-scale invasion, we
swung into action, responding to
requests from individuals and
organizations seeking help. We
vet these requests and deliver
essential items to those in need
on the ground in Ukraine.

We collaborate with trusted local
contacts all over the country. Our
connections play a crucial role
and ensure that the assistance is
targeted and effective, which is
critical under war conditions.

We are that last mile that allows
aid from all over the world to get
to where it needs to most.

We have served more than 11
oblasts (regions) and 50
towns, cities, and locations
around Ukraine - almost all of
which are just kilometers from
the frontline. Our volunteers
must navigate roads and
infrastructure damaged from
direct fire, while subject to
sounds of regular and frequent
explosions to the point that it
becomes “normal” background
noise.
